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Some history

* 1970’s: Limited interest and almost no knowledge on ventilation, air
infiltration and indoor air quality in most countries

* Few countries were ahead: Sweden, Canada, Netherlands, ...

* In 1977 IEA created Technology Collaboration Programme EBC: Energy
in Buildings and Communities

* Since then, over 90 collaborative projects (“Annexes”) have been started
with a typical duration of 4...5 years

* AIC (Air Infiltration Centre) was created in 1979 as IEA-EBC Annex 5
* 1986: AIC became AIVC ‘Air Infiltration and Ventilation Centre’

* The vision of AIVC is to be the
world’s primary information
centre on energy efficient
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* The mission of AIVC is to advance
the worldwide knowledge and
practice of energy efficient
ventilation and air infiltration
control of buildings, in close
collaboration with other leading
organisations.
